Yes, the buck stops at certain 

desks, but we’re very clear we wouldn’t be here 

without you. The lifeblood of  any station is its 

members and volunteers, and at KWMR we have 

a stellar group of  supporters both large and small 

who do everything from hang banners and vacuum 

the studios to putting on an entire event to benefit 

the station – we must be doing something right! 

Key to our success, of  course, are the volunteers 

who provide our programming, the very heart of  

what we do. Of  our current group of  100 pro-

gram hosts, nearly 25% have been here at least 10 

years, and some since we started on the cable 14 

years ago. All of  our program hosts show a level of  

enthusiasm, talent and commitment that has been 

instrumental in helping us grow and develop into 

the vital and viable community organization that 

we are so proud of. We were also fortunate to have 

had young interns from both Drake High School 

and the Berkeley School of  Journalism. Hats off  to 

Lyons Filmer, our Program Director, whose job it is 

to herd all of  these talented individualists.

KWMR continues to search out interesting pro-

grams from across the country to broadcast. This is 

made possible by funding from the Corporation for 

Public Broadcasting (CPB), supporting KWMR for 

the second year. This $65,000 grant also allows us 

to hire tech support and helps cover our operation-

al costs, which now include two transmitter sites, 

offices and a staff  of  3 full-time and 3 part-time. 

During this past year we were awarded two ad-

ditional CPB funded grants, for a total of  $31,932. 

These Rural Listener Access Incentive Funds are 

based on (1) our ability to creatively provide lo-

cal radio emergency service in a geographically 

challenged area and (2) acknowledgement of  the 

impressive savings we claim from the amount of  

in-kind and donated services from so many of  our 

generous and talented volunteers. Give yourselves 

a big hand!

We are grateful this year to the Jenifer Altman 

Fund, The Hugh Stuart Charitable Trust, the 

Further Foundation, the Marin Community 

Foundation, those of  you who donated vehicles, 

and a heartfelt thanks to Warren Hellman and his 

incredible crew who brought Steve Earle to play 

a gala barn event in Bolinas to benefit our local 

radio station. 

Success Story

We had a great year of  support in a year noted 

for its economic challenges. Our pledge drives and 

attendant Hootenannies brought many of  you into 

the station to donate and/or answer phones and 

out on the street to listen to the many bands that 

came out in support of  our station. Thanks to our 

Development Director, Adrienne Pfeiffer, for bring-

ing her imaginative and spirited touch to our events 

throughout the year. It’s always good to see the face 

behind the listener, as happens at our events.

And where would we be without our crew of  

tech heads who are always working on efficient 

and economic ways to solve ongoing technical 

and engineering challenges – Tim Edwards, Ian 

McMurray, Gregory Demascio, Bill Ruck, Richard 

Dillman, Richard James and Bill Braasch.

Growing a station is a work in progress, but 

KWMR experiences an abundance of  talent and 

generosity in you, our listeners, members, donors 

and volunteers. We are also extremely lucky to have 

a dedicated Board of  Directors who aren’t afraid to 

roll up their sleeves. In the end, the station’s success 

reflects what we all bring to it, and judging by the 

results, I’d say we’re on the right track.

Key to our success, of course, are the volunteers

who provide our programming, the very heart of

what we do. Of our current group of 100 pro-

gram hosts, nearly 25% have been here at least 10

years, and some since we started on the cable 14

years ago. All of our program hosts show a level of

enthusiasm, talent and commitment that has been

instrumental in helping us grow and develop into

the vital and viable community organization that

we are so proud of. We were also fortunate to have

had young interns from both Drake High School

and the Berkeley School of Journalism. Hats off to

Lyons Filmer, our Program Director, whose job it is

to herd all of these talented individualists.

KWMR continues to search out interesting pro-

grams from across the country to broadcast. This is

made possible by funding from the Corporation for

Public Broadcasting (CPB), supporting KWMR for

the second year. This $65,000 grant also allows us

to hire tech support and helps cover our operation-

al costs, which now include two transmitter sites,

offices and a staff of 3 full-time and 3 part-time.

During this past year we were awarded two ad-

ditional CPB funded grants, for a total of $31,932.

These Rural Listener Access Incentive Funds are

based on (1) our ability to creatively provide lo-

cal radio emergency service in a geographically

challenged area and (2) acknowledgement of the

impressive savings we claim from the amount of

in-kind and donated services from so many of our

generous and talented volunteers. Give yourselves

a big hand!
